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RECOMMENDATION:   
The City-County Planning Board has recommended that a conditional use permit be granted to allow the 
existing facility on Lots 12-14, Block 327, Third Addition, to be used as an adult day center subject to the 
applicant entering into an Agreement containing specified conditions.

“I move the City Commission set a public hearing on Resolution No. 9262 for October 1, 2002, at 7:00 P.M.” 
 
SYNOPSIS:   
Resolution No. 9262 grants a conditional use permit to allow the existing facility on Lots 12-14, Block 327, 
Third Addition to Great Falls Townsite, to be used as an adult day center subject to adherence to specified 
conditions. 
 
BACKGROUND: 
Quality Life Concepts, Inc., has submitted an application for a conditional use permit to allow the existing 
facility on Lots 12-14, Block 327, Third Addition to Great Falls Townsite, to be used as an adult day center.

The Planning Board held a public hearing on the request for conditional use on August 13, 2002.  Ms. Lynn 
Morley, Director of Community Services of Quality Life Concepts, briefly explained the program planned to 
be operated from the facility at 1601 Central Avenue.  No proponents or opponents spoke during the hearing. 
 
Ms. Jeanne Kelly Pugh, 10 Riverwood Lane, representing the property at 1604 Central Avenue, asked if any 
signs would be placed on the premises and if the proposed facility was in addition to the current facility 
Quality Life concepts rents at Central Christian Church.  Ms. Morley replied the facility at 1601 Central 
Avenue would replace their current facility and that she didn’t anticipate any exterior signs. 
 
Submitted to the Planning Board during the hearing were communications from Tracy Goodness-Rice, 
representing Neighborhood Council No. 8; Linda Walker, 1620 1st Avenue North; and Brian Smith, 1612 1st 
Avenue North, who were interested in a more specific description of the uses Quality Life concepts had in 
mind for subject property.  (Lynn Morley did submit a communication dated August 13, 2002, to the Planning 



Board wherein she attempted to provide more specific information on the planned uses of the facility on 
subject property.)
